XXI International Eurasian Scientific Forum "Eurasian Space in the Era of
Globalization: Historical Lessons and New Interpretations'

On October 14, 2025, the XXI International Eurasian Scientific Forum titled
"Eurasian Space in the Era of Globalization: Historical Lessons and New

Interpretations" was held at the L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian National University
(ENU).

Participants: The Forum brought together historian-scholars, organizational
leaders, university professors and lecturers, foreign specialists, master's
students, and doctoral candidates.

Forum Objectives: The event was aimed at preserving the historical
memory of Eurasian peoples, recognizing the Turkic world as one of the
fundamental civilizations, and discussing issues related to the
digitalization of science.

Key Message (Rector Sydykov Yerlan Battashuly): The main goal is to
examine the future development of the Eurasian space under current
global challenges, by studying the lessons of the past. These studies are
crucial for advancing national historical science, comprehending cultural and
civilizational integrity, and establishing the scientific foundations for
regional integration.

Presenters: Speakers included leaders and renowned scientists from the
National Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Institute of State
History, the National Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as
professors from ENU and other universities.

International Participation: Scholars from Russia, Azerbaijan, and
Kyrgyzstan participated online, discussing important topics such as waqf
management, the state structure of the Kyrgyz, and forms of regional
administration in the Kazakh Steppe and Yakutia.

Outcome: Participants noted that the Forum will undoubtedly contribute to
the creation of a new "Open Platform" for studying the history of peoples
within the Eurasian space.
